Delivers  advanced behavioral or psychological interventions based on cognitive behavioral principles, motivational intervention and other similar treatment approaches to cancer patients and their families

Provides feedback to treating physicians and other members of the patient’ s healthcare team regarding psychosocial concerns and other behavioral health issues.

Provides on call crisis management and develops and maintains procedures for research protocols and  clinical programs.

Participates in monitoring research and clinical protocol adherence.

Maintains appropriate documentation for all clinical activities and develops reports to track patient volume and clinical activity.

Develops and delivers educational workshops for patients and family members to assist  with adjustment to body image changes  resulting from treatment.
Assists with development and delivery of staff training for improving psychosocial care.

Works with clinical staff and center volunteers to assist with patient orientation to psychosocial services in the Center for Reconstructive Surgery.

Participates in weekly strategy meetings aimed at identifying needed clinical protocol and clinical procedural changes.

Coodinates staffing, trains and supervises staff designated for delivery of psychosocial  interventions.

Develops and implements research protocols that incorporate behavioral health outcomes and/or involve the delivery of  behavioral health interventions.

Assists with the development of grant materials, manuscripts, abstracts and conference materials.

Collaborates with faculty, postdoctoral and graduate students preparation of oral and written presentations for both formal and informal meetings.
